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Purpose

This document is intended to walk through the process of joining a Cisco WebEx Event as an attendee.

Definitions

Event(s) - Cisco WebEx Events

Attendee - an individual who is able to view and listen to an Event without the ability to interact with others

System/Browser Requirements

Joining Process

This section will cover the joining process for joining an Event.

4.1. Event Access

Once the Event has been set up, a link to join the Event will be issued to attendees via email, along with an
Event password.

Click on the link or ‘Join Event’ button (if emailed by Cisco WebEx), and a web browser will be launched.

In the form that appears in the web browser, a form will appear with fields for First Name, Last Name, Email
Address and Password. The Password field will be automatically completed, and will match the password
issued in the Event link email.

Complete the remaining fields as expected.

Click the blue Join Now button below the fields that were filled in.

This will launch the Events session, which after a moment will present with the ability to join the Event, with
a green Join Event button.

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B. In The Event

This section will cover modifications to the view of the meeting participants, and a note on other functions
within the Event.

5.1. Default Video View

Upon entering the Event, the Event will default to what is known as Active Speaker view. This is where the
camera changes dependent upon the person speaking, with all others shown as very small windows at the
bottom of the screen.

5.1.1. How To Change View

To change to view from Active Speaker view to a Grid view of all participants, the following steps will be
required upon joining.

e Move the mouse cursor over the video views to bring up the display change options

e Click on the view change button, highlighted in the above screenshot;

5.2. Video and Audio
