Sittings of the Court of Session for the Legal Years 2015/2016, 2016/2017 and 2017/2018

I, the Lord President of the Court of Session, under and by virtue of the powers conferred on me
by rules 10.1, 10.2, 10.3 and 10.4 of the Rules of the Court of Session 1994 hereby make the
following direction:—

Sessions of court

1. Subject to paragraph 4 below, the court shall be in session from—
(a) Tuesday 22" September 2015 to Monday 26" September 2016 (“legal year 2015/2016”);
