A football banning order shall be in Form 50.2.
Variation or termination of football banning orders

(1)
An application for the variation or termination of a football banning order shall be made by petition in Form 50.3.
(2)
On a petition referred to in paragraph (1) being lodged, the court shall–
(a)
order intimation of the application to–
(i)
in the case of an application by the person subject to the order, the football banning orders authority; or
(ii)
in any other case, to the person subject to the order;
(b) appoint a hearing on the application; and
(c) order intimation of the hearing to the persons referred to in sub-paragraph (a) and to the governor of any institution in which the person in respect of whom the football banning order was made is detained.
