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PUBLICATION SCHEME
Purpose

1. To invite members to consider and approve a revised Publication Scheme and Guide to Information.
Discussion

2. The Freedom of Information (Scotland) Act 2002 (Scottish Public Authorities) Amendment Order 2013/126 added the Criminal Courts Rules Council (“the Council”) to Part 7 of Schedule 1 to the Freedom of Information (Scotland) Act 2002 (“FOISA”).  
3. FOISA requires Scottish public authorities to adopt and maintain a publication scheme, which sets out the authority’s high-level commitment to proactively publish information.  
4. The Council’s Publication Scheme and Guide to Information (the Guide) was valid until 31 May 2017.  It has since been updated in line with the 2016 model publication scheme published by the Scottish Information Commissioner (“the Commissioner”). The Commissioner will regularly review the model scheme and notify authorities of any change.  The Commissioner will also continue to monitor the effectiveness of authorities’ application of the model publication scheme.

Recommendation
