Guidance on PI-AS Form

If option (a) is selected:

an interlocutor will be issued discharging the proof and continuing the cause for the lodging of a joint minute.  An appearance is not required at this stage.

In the event that a joint minute is not lodged within 28 days of the date of that interlocutor the cause will automatically be listed for a procedural hearing when an appearance will be necessary to explain to the Court the failure to lodge a joint minute.

If option (b) is selected:

then provided the PI-AS form is received within 14 days of the Proof the action will normally call at 10.00am on the date allocated as the first day of the proof diet.  In all other cases the PI clerk will allocate a specific date for a hearing.

If the hearing is likely to last longer than 20 minutes the PI clerk must be informed.  The PI clerk will allocate a specific hearing in all such cases notwithstanding the stage at which the form is received.

Do not use the form where actions settle by way of decree in terms of a Minute of Tender and Acceptance - if a hearing is required to deal with issues relating to expenses then a hearing will be fixed in the usual manner should opposition be received to any motion for decree.
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
