if the decision is irreconcilable with a Maintenance Decision given in a dispute between the same parties in Scotland or another part of the United Kingdom;

(e)

if the decision is irreconcilable with an earlier decision given in another Member Regulation State or in a third State in a dispute involving the same cause of action and between the same parties, provided that the earlier decision fulfils the conditions necessary for its recognition in Scotland or another part of the United Kingdom.

Note: A Maintenance Decision which has the effect of modifying an earlier Maintenance Decision on the basis of changed circumstances shall not be considered an irreconcilable decision within the meaning of points (d) and (e).
