(bb) paragraph 24(3) (variation or discharge of a disclosure order) of Schedule 5A to the Act of 2000;

paragraph 2(b) (procedure for order requiring financial information) of Schedule 6 to the Act of 2000;

paragraph 2(1) (account monitoring order) of Schedule 6A(a) to the Act of 2000;

(e)
paragraph 4(1) (discharge or variation of account monitoring order) of Schedule 6A to the Act of 2000;

The sheriff may make the order sought in an application under paragraph 22(1) of Schedule 5 to the Act of 2000 before intimation of the application to the person who appears to him to be in possession of the material to which the application relates.

Appeal to the Sheriff Appeal Court

43.3.(1) An appeal to the Sheriff Appeal Court under section 22D(1) (appeals) of the Act of 2000 is to be made by lodging a note of appeal in Form 43.3.

When an appeal is lodged, the court must—

(a)
order intimation of the appeal to—

(i)
the law enforcement officer and any other person who was a party to the proceedings on the application, where a respondent to the proceedings on the application is the appellant; or

(ii)
any respondent to the proceedings on the application, where the law enforcement officer is the appellant; and

(b)
appoint a hearing on the appeal.
