In this Chapter—

“the 1953 Act” means the Dogs (Protection of Livestock) Act 1953;“the 2010 Act” means the Control of Dogs (Scotland) Act 2010;“a combined order” means an order made under section 1A(1)(c) of the 1953 Act; “a disqualification order” means an order made under section 1A(1)(a) of the 1953 Act; “a prevention order” means an order made under section 1A(1)(b) of the 1953 Act; “relevant order” means—

(a) a disqualification order;

(b) a prevention order;

(c) a combined order.
Form of a relevant order

58.1A.  A relevant order is to be made in Form 58.1A.

Discharge or variation of a relevant order

58.1B.  An application under section 1A(5) of the 1953 Act to discharge or vary a relevant order is to be made in Form 58.1B.

Appeals against a refusal to discharge or vary a relevant order

58.1C.  An appeal to the Sheriff Appeal Court under section 1A(6) of the 1953 Act against the refusal in whole, or in part, to make an order under section 1A(5) of that Act is to be made—
(a) not later than 7 days after the date of the decision appealed against;

(b) by lodging with the clerk of the court from which the appeal is to be taken a note of appeal in Form 58.1C.


Hearing and intimation

58.1D. On an application or appeal being lodged the court must—

(a) appoint a hearing on the application or appeal;

(b) make an order for service of the application, or appeal, with the date and time of the hearing on all parties.

Application for discharge of disqualification

 Paragraph (2) applies where a person has been disqualified by virtue of section 5(2) (a) of the 2010 Act.

 An application for the discharge of the disqualification under section 11(3) of the 2010 Act shall be made by petition in Form 58.2.

 An appeal to the Sheriff Appeal Court under section 11(4) of the 2010 Act shall be made by lodging a note of appeal in Form 58.3.
