order intimation of the application to be made to the prosecutor and, in the case of an application under section 41(5) of the Act of 2014, to SEPA;

order intimation of the hearing to the persons referred to in subparagraph (a), the petitioner or the petitioner’s agent, and to the governor of any institution in which the petitioner is detained.
