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Application and interpretation of this Chapter
62.1.
(1) 
This Chapter applies where a request for qualifying information which falls within section 6(7)(j) of the Victims and Witnesses (Scotland) Act 2014(a) is made to the Scottish Courts and Tribunals Service.

(2) 
In this Chapter “qualifying information” has the meaning given by section 6(6) of the Victims and Witnesses (Scotland) Act 2014.
Form in which information to be provided 
62.2.
(1) 
The clerk of the relevant court is to complete Part 1 of Form 62.2.



(2) 
Where the information requested includes a request for any reasons for a final decision, the presiding judge is to complete Part 2 of Form 62.2.



(3) 
When Form 62.2 is completed, the clerk is to give it to the Scottish Courts and Tribunals Service.
