In this Part–

“the Act” means the UK Borders Act 2007;  and

“an appeal” means an appeal to the sheriff under section 11(1) of the Act.

Appeals

3.36.2. (1) 
Subject to paragraph (2), an appeal must be lodged with the sheriff clerk not later than 21 days after the date the penalty notice was received by the appellant.

(2) 
Where the appellant has given notice of objection under section 10(1) of the Act, an appeal must be lodged with the sheriff clerk not later than 21 days after the date that notice of the Secretary of State’s decision under section 10(4) of the Act was received by the appellant.
